1. Engine and Drive train ¢ check or re check all fluid levels, if not done before storage
replace any fluids that look discolored from containments. Change oil and filter. Check
all belts for splits, and wear and adjustments. Check hoses for leaks or splits and loose
clamps.

2. Tires-check or recheck tires for splits and wear. Set to recommended pressure.

3. Battery-check or recheck fluid levels. If the battery was not hooked up to a battery
tender then | recommend a slow low amp charge.

4. Fuel if not done in winter add stabilizer and ethanol additive and fill fuel tank.

5. Body ¢ What we all like to do. Wash and wax the car and then Drive it
