In 1951, we had a terrible blizzard down home and the driveway was drifted shut, as was the road

to town. The neighbors In started shoveling their way to town, but finally had to give it up. The

neighbors called to say it was coming, everyone was pleased to know we would finally be able to get

out and go to town (7 miles) and the grocery store. As it turned out, on the hill south of our farm,

the clutch in the old Cat gave out, and here came Donnie, the operator in asking to use our phone.

He called the county super, who called Topeka, and Martin Cat sent out a truck. We walked up to

watch, on top of the drifts which were glazed with ice and so wind packed they would hold you up,

as well as cows who walked fright over the fences, and Martin set up a tent around the old Cat, had

a couple of diesel-fuel fired heaters which had metal plates in the tent for chimneys, and they split

that crawler right there, and over a period of two days, had it repaired. I never was so much in awe

It was before my time, but dad has told about the ATSF steam locomotive getting stalled in snow

south of our place a mile in the section to the east.
